Directions and Parking 

Venue Address 

 Wycombe Swan Theatre, St Mary St, High Wycombe, HP11 2XE 

Cars 

For cars, there are several car parks in a 5 minute walk of the venue:  

• Wycombe Swan car park, which is a 1 minute walk from the theatre. There are 316 

spaces, with 15 disabled spaces, available and is a pay on exit only and card 

payment only. 

• If you are travelling in a minibus there is a drop off/pick up point outside the entrance 

of the theatre, please be advised this is a no waiting area. There is coach and 

minibus parking available at the park and ride car park situated at Handy Cross Hub, 

High Wycombe. (Marlow Hill, High Wycombe, HP11 1UP) 

Minibus:  

For Minibus parking, please use Railway Place car park (London Road, High Wycombe, 

HP11 1XS) which is a 9min walk from the venue.  

Bus 

Wycombe Swan is a 10 minute walk from High Wycombe Bus Station and there are a 

number of bus stops around the venue. 

Train 

High Wycombe Train Station is a 5 minute walk from Wycombe Swan Theatre, on 

Amersham Hill, and have fast and frequent services throughout the day. 

 

Arrival and Departure 

Please arrive at the rear of the building at the coach drop off point where the correct 

entrance will be marked with Dance Live! branded banners and posters with members of the 

team ready to greet you.  

Props can be taken to the rear of the building and delivered to the Dance Live! Team at the 

venue’s loading bay/stage door. This is where they should be collected at the end of the 

event. Please note that while vehicle access is allowed for drop off and collection of set, 

there is to be no parking in the loading bay or coach drop-off point. Please see above for 

local parking options.  

Coaches can collect schools post-event at the drop off point at the rear of the building. 

Parents/guardians will not be allowed access to the dressing rooms and must collect 

participants from the front of the building, directly outside the main entrance. 

 

 



 

Toilets 

There are toilets available on all floors. 

Accessibility 

All areas of the Wycombe Swan Theatre are accessible for wheelchair users, there are lifts 

that access the backstage and front of house areas of the venue. 

Stage and Performance Information 

The performance space at Wycombe Swan is 12m wide by 7m deep with one large wing on 

each side. There will be three entrances to the stage (divided by black curtain) in each wing. 

There is a corridor behind the stage easily accessible from the wings for crossovers and 

quick changes. The LED Screen is 9.6m wide and 5.4m tall.  

Schools will be queued pre-performance on Stage Left to walked around the crossover 

corridor to enter Stage Right. Schools will exit the stage after receiving their Judge’s 

feedback post-performance on Stage Left to return to dressing rooms.
